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1931 Auburn Phaeton 8-98A 

My Dad, John Engelbrecht, bought his first άcollector carέ a 

1913 Model T Ford about the time he graduated from High 

School.  After that he was always on the lookout for old and 

interesting cars and the whole family was frequently along for 

the ride. 

One day my brother came home from his paper route to tell 

Dad about a neat old car he had seen in a customerΩs garage – 

just down the street from our house.  The owner really did not 

want to part ways with his beautiful car, but, one day when he 

was hard up for money he agreed to sell.  (I hear he later re-

gretted the decision.)  Dad drove home with our 1931 Auburn 

Phaeton 8-98A in Feb of 1964. 

Over a period of years in the 1960s and 1970s Dad worked on 

restoring his car.  A parts car was purchased and fenders were 

returned to original form.  The car was stripped and painted a 

factory original maroon with black fenders and trim, the engine 

was rebuilt, chrome refinished and new upholstery installed.  

After much TLC, the car was deemed ready for touring and was 

driven on its first VMCCA tour in 1968.  That tour in Denver 

brought Dad his first national Junior Award.  Other tours in other 

years included VMCCA tours to Durango, CO (1969), Flagstaff AZ 

(1971), Salt Lake City UT (1973) and the 1976 Glidden sponsored 

by VMCCA Pikes Peak chapter here in Colorado Springs.  In 1973 

the Auburn received the VMCCA Senior First Award and in 1986 

it was certified as an original Auburn by the Auburn Cord Duesen-

berg Club. 

Over the years Dad added other cars to his collection and began 

driving newer, faster cars on the national tours, but the Auburn 

was still a family favorite and a hit at parades and car shows. 

As age and health caused Dad to decline, he clung to the memo-

ries of his cars and the knowledge that they were still in his gar-

age. 

When the time came to close up shop after a lifetime of motor-

ing, Phil and I purchased the Auburn from the estate and brought 

it home to Colorado Springs.  With some attention to mechanical upkeep, the Auburn still drives well and turns heads wherever 

we go.  As Dad would say, άsee you up the road.έ
